in accordance with the BOPDHB
Reportable Event (critical incident /
accident near miss reporting and

management) Policy 2.1.1.

To ensure quality control is managed
and data can be used to analyse, identify
and prioritise risks

All staff shall make known any risks or
hazards identified in their area that
pertain to moving and handling

To maintain CQI and safety, so that a
risk assessment can be completed in
accordance with the BOPDHB
Hazardous Substances Management
Policy

All staff shall report to their manager any
change in their capacity to perform
moving and handling tasks

To ensure that staff have adequate
fitness and health to perform tasks to
help prevent / minimise risk of further
injury

All staff must evaluate and report
insufficient amounts of resources or
equipment that could increase the risk for
staff or patients.

To enable sufficient resources for safe
moving and handling practices and to
comply with infection control
requirements
